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rancisco Briceño was born in Santa Rosalia, Chihuahua, Mexico on February 3rd, 1869, the son of Francisco . Briceño and Guadalupe Fierro. He married Juliana Garcia on October 10th, 1895 in Fort Davis, Texas.  She was born in Fort Stockton, Texas on April 12th, 1875, the daughter of Dionicio Garcia and Simona Jimenez. Francisco and Juliana remained in Fort Davis into 1898, then moved to Marathon, Texas. In 1902 they moved to Terlingua, Texas with Juliana’s mother, sister Severa, and brothers Julian and Dolores. They returned to Marathon in 1906 and remained there until 1935, when they moved to Carlsbad, New Mexico. According to census records, Francisco worked as a freight wagon driver in 1910 and as a teamster in 1920. He died on October 25th, 1946 in Carlsbad. Juliana died in Carlsbad November 23rd, 1965. Both of them are buried in Santa Catarina Cemetery in Carlsbad.

Francisco and Juliana had eleven children:

1. Son Isabel Briceño was born in Fort Davis. He died at age 2 but his birth and death dates are not available.

2. Daughter Anita Briceño was born on April 10th, 1898 in Fort Davis. She married Juan Soto Salmon in January 1919. Juan was the son of Isidro Salmon and Maria Leonidez Soto (he was #9 of 10 children).  Juan was born in Terlingua on July 12th, 1897 and was baptized there on May 20th, 1900 by Father Brocardus.  Juan was a veteran of WW I.  After they married, Juan and Anita lived in Marathon. Juan was working as a laborer in an army camp in 1920 and as a carpenter in 1930.

Anita and Juan had five children, all born in Marathon.  

A. Daughter Guadalupe Salmon was born circa 1920.  

She married Eulogio Baiza.  They had three daughters, Cecilia, Margarita, and Anita..

B. Son Juan Salmon Jr. was born circa 1921.  

He married Candelaria Baiza.  They had two daughters, Elena and Alicia.

C. Daughter Isabel Salmon was born c 1923.  

She married Santiago Terrazas, son of Gregorio Terrazas and Gabriela Rodriguez.  Isabel and Santiago had a daughter Dolores and sons Santiago and Luis.

D. Son Eduardo Briceño Salmon was born circa 1925.  He married Lucia Garcia Rodriguez.  They had a son Carmen.

E. Son Emilio Briceño Salmon was born on July 17th, 1929.  He died on January 14th, 2008 in Alpine and is buried in Holy Angels Cemetery.  He married Guadalupe Valero and they had four children, son Jose and daughters Pricilla, Maria and Gracia.  Emilio was elected Brewster County Commissioner in 1968 and served in that capacity for 36 years.

3. Son Cecilio Briceño was born November 22nd, 1899 in Marathon and lived there all of his life. He married Jesusita Trejo. In 1920 Cecilio was working as a teamster, and in his later life he worked as a driver and salesman for a beer wholesaler. He died April 11th, 1951 and is buried in the Marathon Cemetery. Cecilio and Jesusita had three children (birth dates and places not available)

4. Daughter Guadalupe Briceño was born circa 1902 in Marathon. She married Antonio Santiago circa 1921. He was the son of Sostenes Santiago and Ildefonsa Perez. In 1930 Guadalupe and Antonio were living in Marathon with his widowed mother. At that time, Antonio was working as a section hand on the railroad. Guadalupe and Antonio had seven children:

A. Daughter Faustina Santiago was born on October 13th, 1930 in Marathon and died there two weeks later. She is buried in the Marathon Cemetery.

B. Son Antonio Santiago, Jr. was born in Marathon on August 18th, 1931.

C. Son Ezequiel “Zeke” Santiago was born in Marathon on December 19th, 1932. He is living in El Paso, Texas.

D. Son Sostenes Santiago. His birth and death dates are not available.

E. Son Guadalupe Santiago was born in Marathon December 12th, 1933. He died in Murrieta, California on January 20th, 2004. His wife’s name was Lupita (family name unavailable) and they had daughters Alicia and Veronica and son Robert.

F. Daughter Maria Santiago was born in Brewster County, Texas (probably Marathon) on November 13th, 1936.

G. Son Roberto Santiago was born in Brewster County, Texas (probably Marathon) on May 9th, 1941.

5. Daughter Maria Briceño was born on July 22nd, 1903 in Terlingua and was baptized there on October 20th, 1903 by Father Brocardus. Her godparents were Wencelado and Juana Ramirez. She had two children (birth dates and places not available).

6. Son Domingo Briceño was born May 12th, 1905 in Terlingua. He was baptized in Bigbend, Texas (Study Butte area) September 12th, 1905 by Father Brocardus. His godparents were Gregorio and Ramona Cataño. Domingo married Rosa Santiago, Antonio Santiago’s sister. In 1930 they were living with Rosa’s widowed mother, Ildefonsa, in Marathon where Domingo was working as a salesman in a grocery store.  Domingo died in Brewster Memorial Hospital, Alpine on 24 May 1971.  Rosa died at her residence in Marathon 27 Apr 2000.  Both are buried in Marathon Cemetery. Domingo and Rosa had five children, probably all born in Marathon.

A. Son Eliser Briceño was born December 2nd, 1930 in Marathon. In April 2000 he was living in Marathon.

B. Daughter Maria Briceño was born December 30th, 1932 in Marathon. In April 2000 she was living in Dallas, Texas. Her married name is Dutchover.

C. Daughter Juliana Briceño was born February 17th, 1937 in Marathon. In April 2000 she was living in Big Bend National Park. Her married name is Gonzalez.

D. Son Fidel Briceño was born May 26th, 1939 in Marathon. In April 2000 he was living in Dallas.

E. Son Jesus Briceño was born May 12th, 1947 in Marathon. In April 2000 he was living in Dallas.

7. Son Epifanio Briceño was born April 7th, 1907 in Marathon. In 1930 he was living with his parents in Marathon and was working as a delivery man for a grocery store. He married Zenaida Terrazas in 1942 while at home on leave from the Army and died December 5th, 1942 in Carlsbad, New Mexico. He is buried in Santa Catarina Cemetery in Carlsbad. Zenaida was born in 1909 in Fort Stockton, Texas, the daughter of Gregorio Terrazas and Gabriela Rodriguez. Zenaida never remarried. She died in Marathon March 16th, 2000.

8. Daughter Dionicia Briceño was born in 1909 in Marathon. She was living there with her parents in 1930 and was working as a housekeeper for a private family. She married Manuel DeAnda in Van Horn. They had no children. After Manuel’s death Dionicia moved to Carlsbad, where she died on April 10th, 1966.

9. Daughter Simona Briceño was born January 14th, 1911 in Marathon. In 1930 she was living in Marathon with her parents. She married Rosario Payanez and they had six children. (Birth dates and places are not available.)
